Candidates must give themselves time to practise their English skills and recognise the 
mistakes they are making since, otherwise, they risk repeating the same mistakes. 
At present, our best advice is that you leave at least a month between tests and focus on 
developing your <<XXXX>> skills.

Furthermore, it is not enough to just do the work in a tutorial. Candidates must take the 
information they are provided in a tutorial and apply it to everyday life. By taking this 
approach, you will find your <<XXXX skills>> will develop over time and the ongoing 
issues you were previously making should reduce.
